Greystone Theatre started the
Winter term by taking a trip to
Ireland in a play written by re-
nowned playwright and film writ-
er, Martin McDonagh. The Cripple
of Inishmaan, directed by Dwayne
Brenna, is a dark comedy setin a
little town on Inishmaan, one of
the remote Aran lIslands, during
the 1930s. The cast did an amaz-
ing job in delivering a beguiling
dark comedy that confronted
audiences with a unique and un-
settling blend of lyricism, satire,
compassion and gallows humour.

In an interview with Matt Olson
from the StarPhoenix, director and
drama professor Dwayne Brenna
said, “I've often been known for
directing plays that are quite seri-
ous, so | wanted to try my hand at
(a comedy).” Brenna added in his
interview with the StarPhoenix, “...
that while most of the history of
McDonagh'’s play is accurate - such
as the setting of Inishmaan and
the fact that a movie was filmed
there in 1934 - he still says the
play is written through the lens
of McDonagh’s “fantasy lIreland,”
where the faults and quirks of the
inhabitants are all exaggerated.”

Closing the 2018-2019 Grey-
stone Theatre season was a play
last performed at the University
of Saskatchewan over 20 years
ago but that is as relevant to-
day as it was when it was first
produced over 90 vyears ago.

While written within months of
the conclusion of a notorious 1928
murder case, Machinal by Sophie
Treadwell, has long since emerged
as one of the great plays of the
American feminist and expression-
istic theatre in its haunting exam-
ination of ayoung woman who feels
disposable in a patriarchal society.

The show kicked off with a superbly
choreographed sequence of life in
the city and office as experienced by
its protagonist: as an overwhelm-
ing machine that reduces humans
to simple, repetitive, mechanical
functions and noises. The cast was
forged into a fluid, expressionistic
ensemble that compellingly con-
veyed both the female lead’s strug-
gle to resist “the social pressures
and expectations she faces” (Noah
Callaghan, Students & Campus Life)
— and the societal forces that none-
theless relentlessly drive her to the
verge of a doomed and desperate
attempt to escape. Director and
Professor, Natasha Martina said,
“It feels like the right time for many
reasons...l think this will speak to a
lot of women and my hope is that it
will speak to the whole audience.”
