As part of the 75th Anniversary, 
Greystone Theatre is pleased to 
be able to present a live-streamed 
production of Unity (1918), written 
by Canadian playwright Ken Kerr 
and directed by U of S alumnus 
Skye Brandon.

Like Gordon Winter (see page 2), 
Unity (1918), our third and final 
production of 2020-21, will focus 
on life in Saskatchewan. But while 
the action now shifts back to the 
pandemic of 1918, stay tuned as 
our Greystone team moves into 
its third adventure with producing 
theatre during the pandemic of 
2020-21. 

The drama department is 
also pleased to announce the 
list of 2020-2021 graduates.

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Gordon Winter
Gordon Winter (loosely based on 
Saskatchewan Cree activist, David 
Ahenakew) is an RCMP hero, a 
life-long champion of First Nations 
rights - and a bigot. When his 
frustration at a public meeting over 
the current chiefs’ unwillingness 
to press the federal government 
for reforms boils over into a Nazi-
inspired racist and homophobic 
rant, a reporter captures it - and 
Winto goes from hero to zero 
overnight.

Where Under Milk Wood (Dylan 
Thomas), saw individual cast 
members performing at home, 
acting within their ZOOM windows, 

our on-line production of Kenneth 
T. Williams’ 2011 play, moved in a 
completely different direction. It 
used media to enhance Williams’ 
questioning of the power of 
media to reduce complex human 
beings to simple, consumable, and 
ultimately disposable images. As 
Leze Pewapsconias, one of only 
six cast members, told the Sheaf, 
the play was an “amalgamation of 
multimedia”. The play integrated 
prerecorded video and live-
streamed content as well as 
animation and puppetry. It was an 
excellent opportunity for everyone 
involved to challenge and expand 
their skillsets.

Gordon Winter challenged both 
cast and audience members with 
its topics and questions like “Is 
it right to condemn a man based 
on just one moment of his life”?. 
As Penny Cadrain, contributer at 
Media Indigena, writes, the play 
“crackles with truly uncomfortable 
truths about the limits of free 
speech, racism, human fallibility 
and the limits of our willingness to 
accept fallibility”.

It has been my privilege over the 
past 30 years to come to know 
some of the “actors” from Act I, to 
be a part of Acts II and III, and to 
see the start of Act IV. Whatever 
comes next -Excelsior! And I 
trust that come 2045, we will all 
find a way to meet here again - 
virtually, spiritually, in memory or 
in the flesh – to raise a toast to 
completing our first century and to 
starting the next.

In fall of 1918, the small town of 
Unity, Saskatchewan prepares 
to welcome home its “boys” 
from the war. Unbeknownst to 
the community, a silent invisible 
companion is coming back with 
them: the Angel of Death... 

Although separated from us in 
time by over a century, one can’t 
help but draw parallels between 
the experiences of the residents 
of Unity in 1918 and our own 
experiences in the COVID-19 
pandemic. While not identical, 
one can relate to characters living 

in quarantine with sealed borders 
and the fear of the unknown. 

On a lighter note, the John Mitchell 
building welcomed the cast and 
crew back in for rehearsals, despite 
the need to continue mask wearing 
and social distancing.
